A Localise an inherited pathway

J Open a page for editing in Map Editor

1. Select the links for the department, specialty, and pathway
that contain the page that you want to open in Map Editor.

2. Select the Edit page link for the page you want to open in
Map Editor. There will be a brief delay while the page opens
in Map Editor.

1. Select the links for the department and specialty that
contain the pathway with pages that you want to check
review comments for.

2. Selectthe link for the pathway with pages that you want to
check review comments for.

3. From the Select an action drop-down menu, select Review
pathway.

4. Click Ok.

5. Inthe Pages in review panel, select the link for the page that
you want to check review comments for.

6. Select the History tab. The comments about the page
content are listed for each reviewer that submitted a
review.
